


Quick facts about Kelowna

1

Kelowna, the largest urban centre in the
Okanagan Valley had a 2011 population
of 117,312 with 554 people/km? and an
average growth rate of 1.9% per annum
over the previous 5 years representing
one of the fastest growing communities
in British Columbia.

Kelowna is adjacent to Okanagan Lake
and is also within reach of several other
freshwater swimmable lakes and ski-
hills within less than an hour's journey
by road, plus dozens of magnificent golf
courses even closer to home.

University of British Columbia Okanagan
and Okanagan College are two leading
tertiary education institutions based in
Kelowna, that serve local, regional and
international students.

Kelowna is the economic powerhouse
of the Okanagan, home to more than
9,200 licensed businesses of various
types, about 95% of which have 20 or
fewer employees, illustrating the
entrepreneurial character of the local
economy and business environment.

Well known as a centre for sports
excellence and year-round outdoor
activities, Kelowna is host to several
swimming, cycling, running and
triathlon events in addition to many
other outdoor sports, field, rink and
indoor sports.

Kelowna International Airport, ranked
tenth in Canada by passenger traffic,
serves 1.6 million passengers per
annum, as the flight hub of the
Okanagan Valley.

In a typical year, Kelowna
enjoys around 2,000 hours of
sunshine, with summertime
peak temperatures in the upper
30C's and moderate winters that
seldom get colder than 8C to
10C below.

Centred in the Okanagan Valley,
Kelowna is within reach of
nearly 200 wine estates, micro-
breweries and distilleries,
including several iconic estates
with wine-tasting, restaurants
and educational tours.

Kelowna is located along the Trans-Canada highway that runs East-West through all ten provinces. Located 400 km
east of Vancouver, 600 km west of Calgary and 130km north of the United States border, the community is well
connected to its neighbouring provinces and the United States. Kelowna International Airport 'YLW', situated within
the city limits, is a modern, rapidly growing air hub for the region, owned and operated by the City of Kelowna. As
part of a long term expansion program extending to 2017, Kelowna General Hospital recently added a Clinical
Academic Campus Building affiliated with the University of British Columbia Medical School, a new six-storey
Centennial Patient Care Tower with rooftop helipad, and the Interior Heart and Surgical Centre.
